Security at School

We have just finished changing the entrance system to school. This means that if you arrive after 9am the far gate
will be closed as well as the main door. There is a bell and intercom on the gate, and once you have been ‘buzzed
in’ the gate and door will open for you. If you are in school during the day the office will now need to release the
door and gate for you to be able to leave. The main gate will be opened from 8.40am for the children arriving
early to be able to stand by the main door ready to come in from 8.50am. There will be no difference for them of
an evening leaving.
